Your child’s classroom teacher will discuss how they have
progressed, their strengths, areas for development and attitude to learning. Parents are also encouraged to
share anything that they feel the teacher should know. If you have a specific query, please note this when
making your booking before Wednesday 8" December 2021. The classroom teacher will endeavour to

provide you with an answer during your session, arrange to contact you at a later date or arrange another
meeting if required.

We will record all virtual meetings to ensure that everyone is safeguarded. We want to remind you that this
meeting, whether online or a telephone call, is to talk about your child only. All meetings are private
between parents and the teachers. Teachers will hold these meetings in a private space where they cannot
be overheard, and we would ask the same for those of you at home or in an office.
