Individuals can contact anonymously to give
information

Not part of the Police
Not a replacement for 999 or 101

Only collect information on crime, that’s ANY
crime.

Some crimes will have a reward offered for the
information you give

* Criminal gangs moving
drugs and money across
the country from the city
to other towns or rural
areas

* They do this by getting
young people (‘'mules’)
involved who they befriend
and lure into their gang

* Onceinvolved in the gang
it is very difficult to get
out.
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* ‘Grooming’ will take place
and is a style of recruitment to
get younger people to carry or

deal drugs
