An “Appetite for Life” compliant healthy eating menu is 
prepared and offered during term time by our catering 
partners Chartwells. 

Every student is set up with an individual account. 
Money can be added to your child’s account on-line via 
Schoolcomms (our on-line payment system). We do not 
accept cash payments.

Access to your child’s account is via a biometric system 
(facial recognition). A letter will be sent to all parents/carers 
seeking agreement to participate and at the beginning of 
the academic year, the school will organise for an account 
to be set via facial recognition. Cameras are located at till 
points and recognize a child’s facial image print and calls 
up their unique account.     

Alternatively, you can visit the website  
www.schoolgateway.com and click on ‘new user’. You will 
receive a text message with a PIN number to log into School 
Gateway. If you experience any trouble when logging in, 
please contact the school on 01633 653112 and we will 
update your details on SIMS. Details on downloading the app 
are also available via our school website. 

Please note that the on-line payment option is also 
available for trips. The School will notify relevant parents/
carers by text or email when school trips (including on-line 
consent for your child to take part in trips), are available for 
payment on Schoolcomms.

Please note that we are a healthy eating school and 
take food and fitness seriously. This is why we do not 
sell certain foods or drinks, such as chocolate, fizzy and 
energy drinks, fast food, crisps etc. We would ask parents 
who send their children to school with a packed lunch 
to be cognisant of our healthy eating aims. The canteen 
contains a facility for pupils to top up their water bottles 
during mid-morning break and lunch periods.

When you start school you will be provided with an 
exercise book. When the book is full, your teacher will 
replace it free of charge. If you lose your book, you will be 
expected to replace it AND copy up all the work too.

Exercise books are very important pieces of equipment.  
All you need to write on the front cover is:

Your name

Your form

The name of the subject

The name of the subject teacher

YOU SHOULD NOT WRITE ANYTHING ELSE ON THE 
INSIDE OR THE OUTSIDE COVERS OF THE BOOK.

Titles will need to be underlined by using a ruler.

Pupils need to write in black ink, so make sure you have 
plenty of black pens.

Your books are a reflection of who you are and how 
seriously you invest time and effort into your learning. 
Make sure you give your books a bit of love and attention!

As well as your parents/carers, there will be a 
variety of people who will be looking at your books 
to support your learning and celebrate the progress 
you make. 

Classroom teachers will mark books regularly 
and check the information you write down every 
lesson. Your Form Tutors and Head of Year will do 
occasional ‘book looks’ and senior staff will take 
a selection of pupils’ work at different times of the 
year to monitor department work.

How to set out your work

The presentation of your work is very important.

Why?

•	 Good presentation makes a good impression on the 
reader who will want to read what is written.

•	 Good presentation shows that you have taken care 
over your work and you have pride in your work

Some advice on presentation of your work:

•	 Always use a black pen when writing in your exercise 
book.

•	 Always include the headings Classwork or Homework 
and the date and UNDERLINE them with a ruler.  (In 
some subjects like French, Spanish and Welsh, you 
might be asked to write the headings in the language 
you are learning).

•	 Always include a Title for the piece of work set and 
UNDERLINE it with a ruler.

•	 Always make sure that what you have written makes 
sense by including the correct punctuation and 
grammar.

•	 Always remember that you are an important individual 
and that your written work should reflect the best of 
you.

•	 Using correct grammar and punctuation is very 
important.

•	 Make a special effort to learn how to paragraph and 
punctuate your work correctly.

•	 Check that you can use full stops, commas, 
question marks, exclamation marks and apostrophes 
confidently.

•	 Ask your teachers for help.

•	 Literacy is a very important part of our curriculum and 
every teacher will be keen to help. Literacy is not just 
taught in the English Department it is a whole school 
topic.

•	 When teachers return marked work, read comments 
carefully. You will receive next step advice and 
guidance.

•	 Research work might be set, using the Library in 
school or the library in town.  Research work means 
that your teacher will ask you to find out certain 
information about a certain topic and present your 
findings in an attractive way.

•	 Extension tasks for added challenge.

Here is some advice about homework:

•	 You need to plan your homework:

*	 Write down your homework during the lesson and be 
sure of when the work has to be handed in

*	 Check with your teacher that you know exactly what 
you have to do.

*	 Make sure that you give enough time for each subject 
by deciding when the first deadlines have to be met 
and whether to do the easiest work first or to make a 
start on the difficult homework.

•	 Try to avoid the following whilst doing your homework:

*	 Eating meals 

*	 Having the television on

*	 Sitting in a noisy room

*    Being distracted by mobiles and social networking

•	 Ask your parents/carers to look at your homework 
when you have finished and ask them to sign your 
book if they are happy with the work.

•	 Check your timetable for the next day and pack your 
bag before going to bed.

•	 If you have been ill then naturally teachers will 
understand, but out of politeness, it would be a good 
idea to bring a note from your parents/carers to explain 
this.  The teachers will then arrange for you to do the 
work you have missed.

•	 If you claim to have forgotten your book, most teachers 
will accept this excuse once. If it happens again, 
perhaps there is a more serious problem and your 
Head of Year may be contacted.

•	 If you do not complete your homework and do not 
have a good excuse you will find yourself given a 
sanction.

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Bus rules...
 •	 Always arrive at the bus stop on time and make sure 

you have your bus pass/money with you.

•	 Do not play about near the road while waiting for the 
bus.  Wait on the pavement, well back from the road.

•	 Do not go near the bus and in particular, the wheels, 
until it has stopped.

•	 Do not push or rush for the door when the bus has 
stopped. Never operate the bus doors (except in an 
emergency).

•	 You should listen to the driver, do as he or she says 
with regard to the transport arrangements.

•	 Do not play games or throw objects on or from 
the bus, as this is dangerous and could cause an 
accident. Do not distract the driver and only use the 
emergency door IN CASE OF EMERGENCY.

•	 Once the vehicle has commenced its journey you 
must stay in your seat at all times.

•	 You must always wear a seatbelt if one is provided.

•	 Do not try to get on or off the bus until it has stopped.

•	 Take care that your coat or bag is not caught in the 
door when boarding or alighting.

•	 Having left your vehicle you should not return to it for 
safety reasons.

•	 Do not cross the road close behind or in front of 
the bus. You must be able to see clearly both ways.  
Where possible, use a pedestrian crossing.

•	 Older pupils should remember – your actions may 
influence younger children.

•	 Please remember that in the event of persistent 
misbehaviour you may be excluded from using school 
transport. Serious incidents of misbehaviour or 
vandalism will be reported to the police.

•	 Make sure you have all your belongings as you leave 
the vehicle. If you have forgotten something, you must 
telephone the bus company.

St Joseph’s works very closely with our current transport 
partners (appointed by NCC) Newport Transport, 
Monmouth Travel and Phil Anslow who will be issuing your 
bus pass and will be responsible for your journey. 

NOTE: you will only be allowed to travel for free on your 
bus route by producing your actual plastic pass - you 
are only permitted to travel on the service clearly marked 
on your pass e.g. SJ1. Students with an SJ1 pass can 
travel on other services e.g. SJ2, SJ3 etc. but would be 
required to pay. Please inform your child that they will not 
be allowed free travel if they have photographs of the pass 
on their phones. It MUST be the actual pass.

For information on applying for a free bus pass (subject to 
qualifying), please contact your Local Authority, arranging 
bus passes is an agreement between families and your 
travel provider.

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Thank you to our Year 7 pupils for answering these questions:

Q&A...
How did you feel this time last year? “I felt anxious about high school, I didn’t think I was really ready for the new 

changes and the new environment, I felt as if it would be the hardest thing 
on Earth. I wasn’t excited leaving the class I’ve been with for seven years, I 
just felt like it would be completely different, which is obvious but I thought 
that my new classmates would never feel the same as my old ones.”

How did you feel in September? “When I first saw the school I was nervous and afraid. It was a new year 
but in a new school, I was just anxious about what is going to happen and 
what was going to change. I felt like I was in a new world, surrounded by 
new people. I felt alone on the first day.”

“Going up to high school in September I felt really excited as I knew I 
would meet new friends and teachers. The teachers are really nice and I 
met new friends within the first week of school.”

What is your favourite thing  
about St Joseph’s?

“I like that there are multiple classes and you have more things to do and 
understand, I also like that your able to meet many, many new people 
because unlike primary there are about 200 new pupils in your year, 
something which gives you many opportunities to go meet new people 
and make new friends in other forms/classes.”

“My favorite thing about high school is that we have different teachers for 
different subjects.”

Have you felt supported? “The teachers are really supportive and they care for the students really 
well, but at the same time they try to make you as independent as 
possible. I have felt supported daily, sometimes simply when I got a bit lost 
and didnt quite know where I needed to be, teachers helped me.”

What is it like catching the bus? “It can be a bit stressful to start with because you have to remember which 
bus you go on, always find it before it leaves, and search each bus to find 
the right one BUT it’s also fun because you know it’ll wait there for awhile 
so you have time to get a chat with friends and you also get to meet new 
people in other year groups on the bus.”

“The bus is a great opportunity to be more independent, you get your own 
bus pass which lets you on the school buses or you can pay £1.25. The 
bus that I go on is packed everyday, so you shouldn’t expect to have a row 
to yourself, you will probably sit by someone else.”
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What is the food like? “In my opinion, it’s cool! There’s multiple options to pick from everyday but 
the only downfall is that you normally have to wait in a very long line and 
it takes forever to get to your food. Lunch time in high school is only 40 
minutes so you really don’t have that much time but other than that the 
food they make is delicious and there’s many options to choose from and 
the desert is impeccable!”

How many lessons do you have? “You have five lessons a day each lasting one hour. Your lessons can be 
double lessons or just normal single lessons. A double lesson is a lesson 
on one subject but twice as long which count as two lessons. So for 
example, you could have double Maths, double English and then a single 
RE lesson”.

Is the uniform strict? “Uniform has to be tidy. Compulsory items are a navy SJHS blazer, black 
shoes (no trainers), grey trousers or skirt, navy or gray tights/socks, with a 
light blue button up shirt. Don’t forget your tie!”

What about your stuff? “Make sure your bag isn’t too big but make sure that everything fits in it. 
Handbags aren’t big enough because you can’t fit a lot in them! Don’t 
bring too much into school because you have to carry it around the school 
all day and it can get heavy just bring the books you need for that day. 
Some things to bring are a lunch box small enough to fit in your bag (if 
you’re not eating in the canteen), a water bottle, a pencil case for all your 
stationary and a spare notebook. I think you will love highschool :)”

One thing you should know!! “High school sounds scary but when you get there it’s not, it’s fun and you 
really do get to do many things that you couldn’t in primary. Although there 
are some downfalls, they don’t make high school bad. It’s a place full of 
surprises, you never know what could come out of it, I assure you that it’s 
better than you anticipate, it’s a place full of opportunities.

There’s always someone there to help you or comfort you if nessecary and 
you’re not alone in this journey. Everyone in your new form class will be 
getting used to it as well, you’ll may still have primary friends in your class, 
so you could see some similar faces. 

High school may be different but it is still school! It’s a place to learn and 
socialise. They don’t want you feeling uncomfortable, they want you to feel 
like you’re part of the St Joseph family.”

I was worried about making new friends, but I started talking to people in my form and realised that there 
were a lot of nice people in my form, and I started to make new friends. I was also scared of missing the 
bus, but I made sure I left at a certain time each morning and I have not missed the bus up to this date. Finally, 
I was scared of finding my way around and walking into the wrong classroom, but I learned that as 
soon as I knew where my maths classroom was (for example) I could just remember that and write it down in 
my planner.

The work in your Mathematics lessons should be a natural 
follow-on from your work in primary school, where you 
have been following the bridging units.

•	 You will study topics from: 

	 *   Number and Algebra

	 *   Shape and Space

	 *   Data Handling

	 *   Functional Skills and Investigative Maths

•	 By the end of the year we would hope that your mental 
arithmetic skills will be further developed, and that your 
confidence with maths has increased.

•	 It will be a big help if you know your tables, but some 
time will be given over to their practice.

•	 You will be ‘set’ into a certain group for maths based 
on your ability, and information from your primary 
school. You will be assessed regularly and you 
can move up a set if you work hard and make the 
necessary improvement.

•	 Homework will be set at least once a week and will 
help you practice skills you have been taught and 
identify if you have any difficulties. You must remember 
to complete your homework on time.

•	 To help you reflect on new work as you go along, there 
will be regular assessments as well as an end of year 
exam.

•	 We want you to get involved in your lessons as 
much as you can and to enjoy learning maths. As 
in your current school we make a lot of use of mini 
whiteboards so that you can show us what you know.

•	 You will need a pen, pencil, ruler, eraser and calculator 
for all lessons.

Science RE
In science you will learn about a series of scientific ideas 
through a practically based course. The modules will 
provide you with the answers to many questions about 
how the world works.

After an introductory module about how to be safe in a 
science laboratory, you will learn about:

•	 Cells - the building blocks of life. How cells work 
together to form tissues and organs.

•	 States of matter - matter can be either solids, liquids 
or gases.

•	 Forces - the different types of forces and what they do. 
How are they useful and what problems do they cause.

•	 Human reproduction - male and female anatomy, how 
a baby is farmed and develops.

•	 pH - acids and alkalis. How strong they are, how we 
measure the strength. Use of acids and alkalis.

•	 Space - the arrangement of the planets in our solar 
system. Stars, meteors and asteroids, what are they 
and what do they do? 

Each module will where appropriate contain experimental 
investigations, where you will learn how to plan methods 
and record results to answer a problem. Your progress will 
be monitored regularly, so that you can watch your levels 
progress. At the end of each topic there will be end of 
topics tests.

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Geography
Geography is everywhere – without it you are lost. It helps 
you to understand the complex and dynamic world in 
which you live. In Geography, we aim to help students to 
develop an understanding of their global responsibility and 
interdependence as well as encourage them to develop 
their own opinions and attitudes.

What will pupils learn?

In Year 7 we study four topics:

Geographical Skills

Pupils’ knowledge of continents and oceans is consolidated 
before introducing key map skills for them practice. The unit 
is then finished off with a local scale introduction to Duffryn/
Newport.

Development

Pupils gain knowledge in classifying countries before 
determining why there is uneven development around the 
world. They then use this new knowledge to apply it to 
Tanzania to investigate whether this country can become a 
HIC over time.

Rivers and Flooding

By the end of this topic pupils will have learned how the 
water cycle operates. They will also have learned how 
specific processes result in distinctive landforms along 
the river’s course. They will have investigated contributing 
factors of flooding as well as effects and responses of 
flooding in the context of Bangladesh.

Fieldwork

Pupils are introduced to fieldwork for the first time and 
their first opportunity to test theory out in the field. In this 
unit, pupils revisit the concept of flooding and how different 
land-use influences flood risk. They will then apply this 
knowledge to look at flood risk across the school site by 
completing an infiltration experiment.

How will pupils be assessed?

•	 In Year 7 pupils will be given one half hour homework per 
week.

•	 They will complete 3 assessed pieces of work in each 
unit that will be used to determine the progress they are 
making within Geography.

They will also sit an examination at the end of the year that will 
cover topics they’ve learnt through Y7 Geography

Geography teaches valuable skills, so by the end of 
Year 7 pupils will be able to:

•	 Understand and apply all the basic map skills (4 & 
6 figure grid references, use direction/scale) Being 
able to interpret maps and graphs showing different 
statistical information.

•	 Carry out field work.

•	 Work independently and develop empathy for other 
communities around the world.

•	 Develop their ability to explain and provide evaluation 
in their writing.
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History
In Year 7 pupils will be taught history in two lessons over a 
fortnight which will be delivered by one teacher.
